Pierre Renoir was a famous French artist. His paintings are very popular today because they show colourful, happy
scenes, often in bright sunlight. He liked to show the good things in life because he thought there were many bad things
around.
He was born in central France in 1841. His father was a tailor and his mother was a dressmaker. The family was poor,
They moved to Paris when Pierre was three. As he grew older he showed a talent for drawing. He started work at the age
of thirteen, learning how to decorate plates, cups and dishes.

Pierre Renoir was a famous French artist. His paintings are very popular today because they show colourful, happy
scenes, often in bright sunlight. He liked to show the good things in life because he thought there were many bad things
around.
He was born in central France in 1841. His father was a tailor and his mother was a dressmaker. The family was poor.
They moved to Paris when Pierre was three. As he grew older he showed a talent for drawing. He started work at the age
of thirteen, learning how to decorate plates, cups and dishes.
